•	 Keith Kinkaid owns a 1-2-0 record with a 2.63 GAA and 

a 0.866 SAV% against the Wild this season
•	 Adam Scheel is 0-1-2 in three games with a 2.22 GAA 

and a 0.913 SAV% against Iowa

ON THE FLY
•	 Gavin Hain has points in back-to-back games (1-1=2) 

for the first time in his AHL career
•	 Hain and Sammy Walker are the only two active Wild 

skaters to score twice again the Wolves this season
•	 Jesper Wallstedt has held opponents to fewer than 

three goals in each of his last six starts
•	 Iowa has played 11 games in a row in which neither 

team scored a shorthanded goal
•	 Chicago enters Saturday’s game on a five-game 

winless skid (0-2-1-2)
•	 Iowa has held Chicago forward Nate Sucese scoreless 

in consecutive games following a four-game point 
streak (5-1=6)
