TONIGHT’S GAME
The Texas Stars (36-20-3-0) continue a five-game road trip 
tonight with the second of two games in a row against the 
Chicago Wolves (30-26-3-0) at Allstate Arena in Rosemont, 
Illinois. Texas picked up a 3-0 victory against the Wolves on 
Friday in the opener to the road trip.
The Stars won three of four games during their recent 
homestand, including a 4-1 win against Cleveland Mar. 14, 
a 5-4 triumph over the Monsters Mar. 15, and a 5-2 victory 
vs. Ontario on Tuesday at the H-E-B Center at Cedar Park. 
The Reign ended Texas’ six-game home winning streak on 
Wednesday 4-1.
Chicago enters tonight’s game on a three-game losing skid, 
following Friday’s loss to the Stars. The Wolves also lost both 
games last weekend against the Hershey Bears, 5-0 on Mar. 
15 and 5-2 last Sunday.

PLAYER SPOTLIGHT
Texas Stars forward Emilio Pettersen 
scored his second short-handed goal of 
the year Friday night in the third period of 
Texas’ 3-0 win in Chicago. Pettersen’s first 
short-handed goal on Oct. 19 at Tucson 
was the first of his AHL career and also a 
game-winner. The Norwegian has scored 
four of his eight goals this season in March, 
including a two-goal game Mar. 8 at 
Rockford. He scored 11 goals in 66 games 
between Calgary and Texas last season.

PREVIOUS GAME
 The Texas Stars blanked the Chicago Wolves 3-0 Friday at 
Allstate Arena to open a five-game road trip. 
Late in the opening frame, Chase Wheatcroft took 
advantage of a delayed penalty and fired home a rebound 
off an initial shot from Matej Blumel, putting the Stars on the 
board first with 31 seconds left in the period. 
The Stars cushioned their lead in the second period when 
Kole Lind stole the puck at the Chicago blue line and 
attempted to feed Cameron Hughes a pass in the slot. The 
puck skipped past Hughes’ outstretched stick and fooled 
Wolves goaltender Dustin Tokarski to make it 2-0. 
Four minutes into the third period during one of Chicago’s 
seven power play opportunities, Emilio Pettersen 
intercepted the puck behind the Chicago net, was stopped 
by Tokarski on a wraparound attempt, but scored off his own 
rebound for his second short-handed goal of the season.
Remi Poirier extended his winning streak to five games, a 
career-high, with 43 saves for his second shutout against 
Chicago in 19 days and his third shutout of the season. 
Tokarski gave up three goals on 30 shots in the loss.

NEWS & NOTES
ELITE COMPANY
Stars forward Matej Blumel scored six goals during the team’s four-game 
homestand, including his first professional hat trick in a 5-4 victory over the 
Cleveland Monsters last Saturday. He performed an encore Tuesday in a 5-2 win 
over Ontario, scoring twice. It was his 13th career multi-goal game and sixth this 
season. He now ranks second in the AHL with 33 goals and 59 points (33-26=59) 
in 54 games.

Historically, Blumel is just the second Stars player to record two different 30-goal 
seasons, joining Matt Fraser (2011-12 and 2012-13). Texas has had just eight 30-
goal seasons in franchise history and Blumel has accomplished the feat in back-
to-back seasons. His 33 goals is tied for the second most in a single season (Fraser, 
2012-13) and is four goals shy of the team record (37, Fraser, 2011-12).

20/20 VISION
With 13 games left in the 2024-25 season, the Texas Stars have a very real 
chance to reach 20 wins both at home and on the road. The Stars have six 
home games left at the H-E-B Center and carry a record of 18-9-3-0, thanks 
in part to a six-game home winning streak from Feb. 26 - Mar. 18. Texas 
needs to win just two of its final six games to get to 20, with two matchups 
left against Iowa, Milwaukee and Manitoba.

Meanwhile, the Stars have the best road record in the Central Division with 
seven games remaining. Thanks in part to a team record 10-game road 
winning streak from Dec. 8 - Jan. 26, the Stars carry a 18-11-0-0 resume in 
enemy territory. Texas needs just two wins in their final seven away games 
to get to 20, with two games left in Chicago, three in Grand Rapids, and two 
games at Cleveland.

MAGIC NUMBER WATCH
It’s that time of year to keep a close watch on the Stars’ “Magic Number” 
situation. As the race for the Calder Cup Playoffs picks up, Texas can solidfy 
their spot in the postseason with one more point or one point not earned by 
the Iowa Wild. The Stars can clinch their 11th playoff appearance and fourth 
consecutive with a win today or an overtime/shootout loss. 

Texas is all but locked into one of the Central Division’s five playoff spots for the 
fourth season in a row. It would be the fourth time the team has clinched in the 
month of March with the earliest clinch date March 24, 2014. The next goal would 
be a Central Division title, which the Stars have accomplished three times, most 
recently in 2022-23. Texas currently shares the division lead with Milwaukee with 
four games in hand on the Admirals.

ON THIS DAY IN HISTORY...
On March 23, 2018 the Texas Stars took down the San Antonio Rampage 2-1, 
thanks to a 38 save performance from Landon Bow. 

After a scoreless first period, where the Stars only had six shots on net, Zach 
Sanford scored with thirty seconds left in the middle frame to give the Rampage 
the lead. Texas stormed back in the third period, starting with Denis Gurianov’s 15th 
goal of the season at 5:45. Shelden Dries scored three minutes later to give Texas 
the only lead they needed. Bow earned the win after stopping 37 of 38. Spencer 
Martin was given the loss after giving up two goals on 18 shots.

He was promoted from assistant 
coach to head coach on December 10, 2019 and earned his first win the next night, a 3-1 victory over Manitoba. He went on to finish the shortened season with an 18-15-2-2 
record. Graham was previously hired as assistant coach of the Stars on July 8, 2019, his first time coaching at the American Hockey League level. 
 
Graham, 39, led the Stars to the 2022 Calder Cup Playoffs, their first postseason appearance since 2018, ending with a first round loss to Rockford. He then guided Texas 
to the top of the Central Division in 2022-23, as the Stars won their first division title since 2014. The Stars swept Rockford in the 2023 division semifinals before coming up 
just short against Milwaukee in the division finals. The Stars again qualified for the playoffs in 2023-24 and swept Manitoba in the opening round. During his tenure, Graham 
has coached two AHL Rookie of the Year winners (Riley Damiani, 2021, and Logan Stankoven, 2024), as well as the league’s scoring champion and MVP (Mavrik Bourque, 
2024). Before making the move to Cedar Park, he served as head coach of the Idaho Steelheads, the ECHL affiliate of the Dallas Stars, from 2015 to 2019. Over that span, 
he amassed a 166-91-31 record in 288 regular-season contests and led Idaho to three consecutive 40-win seasons, guiding the Steelheads to the Kelly Cup Playoffs in all 
four seasons at the helm. Prior to being appointed head coach on Aug. 7, 2015, Graham served as Steelheads assistant coach for two seasons, after a role as a player/coach 
during the 2012-13 campaign. The Calgary, Alberta native is a graduate of Mercyhurst University where he played four seasons before turning pro. Graham recorded 60 points 
(23-37=60) and 128 penalty minutes over 137 NCAA games. He turned pro in 2010 and split three seasons between the ECHL and Southern Professional Hockey League, 
accruing 98 points (42-56=98) in 113 professional games.

Travis Morin is in his sixth season working alongside Neil Graham on the Texas Stars bench. He was promoted to assistant coach on December 10, 2019 after previously 
being named the team’s Skills Coach and Director of Business Development on July 31, 2019. During the shortened 2019-2020 season, Morin stepped in for Head Coach Neil 
Graham for two games and recorded a win in his debut commanding the bench, a 5-4 victory against Colorado on March 10, 2020. 
 
Morin, 40, ended his playing career following the 2018-19 season, after 10 years with the Stars organization and 12 professional seasons overall. Morin retired as the Stars 
franchise leader in points (560), goals (175), assists (385), and games played (686). On Oct. 19, 2019, he became the first player in team history to have his jersey number 
(#23) retired. His 686 games played with the Stars are the most by any AHL player with one organization since 1974. The Brooklyn Park, Minnesota native captained the 
team during the 2015-16 and 2016-17 seasons, was a four-time AHL All-Star, and led the Stars in scoring across five of his 10 seasons. He was a focal point of Texas’ 2014 
Calder Cup Championship season, capturing the Les Cunningham Award (AHL MVP), John B. Sollenberger Award (Regular Season Scoring Leader), and Jack A. Butterfield 
Award (Calder Cup Playoff MVP) that season. Morin is also the organization’s most decorated postseason scorer, earning 64 points (23-42=64) in 87 playoff games. 
Morin is a graduate of Minnesota State University-Mankato where he played all four years before turning pro in 2007. Across 151 games at his alma mater, Morin recorded 133 
points (58-75=133) and served as team captain in his senior season of 2006-07. Before joining the Stars, he also played for the ECHL’s South Carolina Stingrays and AHL’s 
Hershey Bears from 2007 to 2009.

Max Fortunus is in his fourth season as assistant coach of the Texas Stars, after he was named to the staff on May 20, 2021. The former Stars defenseman returned to Cedar 
Park, following a 17-year playing career that spanned more than 1,100 regular season games in the NHL, AHL, DEL, and ECHL. Six of those seasons were spent in Texas, 
including a three-year stint as team captain. 
 
Fortunus, 41, previously spent his final three playing seasons with Fischtown of the Deutsche Eishockey Liga (DEL), Germany’s top professional hockey league. He recorded 
50 points (7-43=50) in 139 career DEL games with Fischtown, serving as an assistant captain for all three seasons with the club from 2018-21. Fortunus spent 15 seasons in 
the AHL where he amassed 286 points (76-210=286) in 882 career games with Houston, Manitoba, Texas, Iowa and Springfield. The former defenseman recorded 167 points 
(44-123=167) in 402 career games with Texas over six seasons from 2009-15. Fortunus was named an assistant captain for the 2011-12 campaign before serving as Texas’ cap-
tain from 2012-15. He ranks fourth in Texas Stars history in games played (402), fifth in assists (123), and sixth in points (167), leading all club defensemen in each category. 
Fortunus made 10 trips to the Calder Cup Playoffs in his AHL career, logging 31 points (6-25=31) in 118 career AHL postseason games. Of his 10 career playoff appearances, 
five came with Texas, recording 15 points (2-13=15) in 63 Calder Cup Playoff games in a Texas sweater. Fortunus captained the Stars to the 2014 Calder Cup Championship, 
while he also reached the Calder Cup Final in 2009 with Manitoba and again in 2010 with Texas. He was also named to the 2014-15 AHL All-Star Game. The native of La 
Prairie, Quebec, appeared in nine career NHL contests with Dallas during the 2009-10 and 2013-14 seasons, recording one assist (0-1=1).

Daniels was drafted by the Ottawa Senators in the fifth round in 
2006 and played five seasons in the OHL for the Saginaw Spirit 
and Peterborough Petes, where he accumulated 85 wins in 166 
games. He was also a four-year varsity goaltender for Wilfrid Laurier 
University, where he was a 2nd Team All-Canadian and a two-time 
OUA West MVP.
