TONIGHT’S GAME

The Texas Stars (14-16-3-1) finish off a three-game road trip tonight at 
Allstate Arena, as they take on the Chicago Wolves (15-8-4-4) for the first 
time this season. The Wolves are the last Central Division opponent that 
the Stars have yet to see this season.  

Texas is coming  off a 2-0 shutout win over Grand Rapids on Friday at Van 
Andel Arena. The Stars handed the Griffins just their second regulation 
loss of the season, snapping a 19-game point streak.  The Stars have now 
won five of their last six games dating back to Dec. 19 vs Milwaukee. 

Chicago sits second in the Central Division with 38 points. The Wolves 
defeated the Rockford IceHogs 3-1 on Friday night, a�er dropping both 
games against Grand Rapids last weekend. Chicago sports a 9-4-2-2 
record at Allstate Arena, a top-10 mark in the AHL on home ice. 

Texas goaltender Remi Poirier pitched a 29-save 
shutout on Friday night in a 2-0 Stars victory over 
Grand Rapids. It was Poirier’s second shutout of 
the season and sixth regular-season shutout in 
his career. The Farnham, QC native also blanked 
Manitoba on Nov. 3, stopping 25 shots that night in 
Winnipeg. The goaltender has played the third most 
minutes in the AHL (1295:47) and is tied for the most 
games played this season. Poirier is in his fourth 
year of pro hockey a�er being dra�ed by Dallas in 
the sixth round of the 2020 NHL Dra�. 

LAST TIME OUT

The Texas Stars handed the Grand Rapids Griffins their first regulation 
loss against a Central Division opponent in a 2-0 victory Friday at Van 
Andel Arena. The win was the Stars’ fourth in their last five games and 
snapped the Griffins’ 19-game point streak. The Stars opened the 
scoring with just under two minutes le� in the middle frame. Cameron 
Hughes took advantage of a scramble in front of the net and shot from 
the goal line to put Texas up 1-0. The Stars would double their lead just 
50 seconds later when Cross Hanas scored from his knee in front of 
the crease to add an insurance goal. The Texan has now scored in each 
of his last three games. Kole Lind received the secondary assist on the 
goal for his 300th AHL point. Grand Rapids pulled Michal Postava for the 
last three and a half minutes of the third period but could not mount a 
comeback and suffered their second regulation loss of the season. Remi 
Poirier earned the win a�er stopping all 29 shots he faced. Poirier is now 
tied for fourth in Texas Stars history with six career shutouts. Postava 
received the loss a�er giving up two goals on 24 shots.

HEAD-TO-HEAD
Tonight marks the first of an eight-game 
season series between the Stars and 
Wolves, as well as the first of four contests 
at Allstate Arena. A�er tonight’s game, 
the Stars return to Illinois on Feb. 21 and 
Mar. 7-8. Chicago travels to Texas twice 
toward the end of the regular season, 
with a midweek series Mar. 17-18 and a 
weekend set Apr. 3-4.

Texas prevailed in five of the teams’ eight 
matchups during the 2024-25 campaign, 
including three straight late in the season 
in the Windy City. Three of the eight 
meetings ended in shutouts, while two 
of the games needed overtime. The Stars 
outscored the Wolves 27-19 during the 
season series.

SERIES HISTORY
Texas and Chicago have met 94 times in 
history, with the Stars holding a 52-35-4-3 
advantage in the all-time series.

Additionally, the Stars hold a 28-17-0-3 
road record against the Wolves at Allstate 
Arena in Rosemont. Texas also has the 
upperhand in the all-time goal differential 
by 33 total goals, a 302-269 margin.

The two teams have only met once in the 
Calder Cup Playoffs, clashing in the 2010 
Division Finals, where Texas outlasted 
Chicago 6-5 in overtime of Game 7 at 
Allstate Arena, eventually reaching the 
Calder Cup Final.

ALL HAIL HANAS
Cross Hanas has broken onto the scene with his hometown Texas Stars this season. The Dallas 
native has scored in three straight games (3-1=4) and is third on the team with 16 points (6-10=16). 
Friday, Hanas notched a goal in his third straight game, accomplishing the feat for the first time in 
his pro career. With his 16th point on Friday night, the winger is one away from tying his career high 
(17) which he reached in two of the three seasons he called Grand Rapids home.  Hanas, who used 
to don the Griffins jersey, has scored in three of four games that he has played against his old team. 
He now has 10 points (4-6=10) in his last 10 games.

Hanas started the season on a tryout with Texas, signing a standard player contract for the rest of 
the 2025-26 campaign on Dec. 13. He was initially dra�ed by the Detroit Red Wings in the second 
round of the 2020 NHL Entry Dra�. 

300 FOR KOLE
Texas Stars forward Kole Lind tallied his 300th AHL point on Friday night in the Stars 2-0 victory 
over the Grand Rapids Griffins. Lind’s helper on Cross Hanas’ insurance goal at the end of the 
second period gave the seventh-year-pro points in back-to-back games.

Lind, who is tied for third on the team with 16 points (6-10=16), is in his second year with the Stars 
organization a�er signing as a free agent prior to the 2024-25 season. During his time in Texas, 
the winger has played 104 games and earned 68 points (29-39=68). The Shaunavon, Saskatchewan 
native was a big reason why the Stars made it to the Western Conference Finals  last season, 
collecting 15 points in 14 Calder Cup Playoff games (8-7=15). 

ON YOUR TOES
The Texas Stars are 6-3-1-0 over their last 10 games, with a big part of that success coming from 
their fast starts. With Cameron Hughes’ marker in the second period of the Stars contest on 
Friday night in Grand Rapids, the Texas has scored first in nine of their last 10 games.

Texas is 11-5-2-0 when scoring first this season, including a stellar 5-1-2-0 record at the H-E-B 
Center at Cedar Park when they light the lamp first. The Stars have wasted no time getting on the 
board early into games during this stretch, as five of the nine first goals have come in the first five 
minutes of the opening period.

Through the team’s last 10 games, six different Stars have been credited with first goals, while 
Hughes has done so on three seperate ocassions and Cross Hanas has scored first twice.

Hughes. 

Jack Becker had the only marker of the first period halfway through the frame to give Texas a 
1-0 advantage. Ozzy Wiesblatt responded for Milwaukee eight minutes into the second to tie the 
game 1-1. Hughes scored his first with five minutes to go in the second to give the Stars a 2-1 lead. 
Hughes potted his second on the power play, 1:20 into the final frame to make it 3-1. Kole Lind 
added a power play goal of his own with seven minutes le� in regulation, but Scott Reedy got one 
back for Milwaukee three minutes later. Hughes secured his third career hat trick with 1:20 to go 
to seal the 5-2 win for Texas. Magnus Hellberg stopped 34 of 36 shots in the win, Matt Murray had 
19 saves in the loss.

 • In 2020 the Barrie Colts traded Wolves forward Ryan Suzuki, Peter Fleming, and 
Ryan Beck, for Stars defenseman Connor Punnett and Ethan Cardwell from the 
Saginaw Spirit, as well as a series of draft picks. 

 • Connor Punnett played with Chicago forward Evan Vierling for three seasons 
on the Barrie Colts, from 2020-23.

Toby Petersen was named the sixth Head Coach in Texas Stars history on July 7, 2025. With over 22 years of professional experience, both as a player and a coach in the AHL and 

NHL, the 2025-26 season is his first as a Head Coach. Petersen spent the last two seasons with the Colorado Avalanche as skills coach, working alongside the coaching staff 

and hockey operations department to maximize the development of the Avalanche and Colorado Eagles players during practices and on-ice sessions. He previously spent six 

seasons from 2014-20 as an assistant coach in the AHL with Springfield (2014-15), Lake Erie/Cleveland (2015-17) and Rochester (2017-20). During the 2016 Calder Cup Playoffs, 

Petersen helped guide the Lake Erie Monsters to a 15-2 playoff record on their way to winning the Calder Cup. In total, he has appeared in three Calder Cup Finals as a player 

(Wilkes-Barre/Scranton in 2001 and 2004, Texas in 2014) and one as a coach (Lake Erie in 2016), winning his last two appearances.

The Bloomington, Minnesota native played seven years in the Stars organization from 2007-14 as a member of the Dallas Stars (2007-13) and Texas Stars (2012-14). He appeared 

in 243 regular-season games with Dallas, totaling 40 points (17-23--40), also skating in 16 postseason games. Petersen served as an alternate captain in Texas and was part of 

the 2014 Calder Cup-winning team. In total, he compiled 36 points (13-2--36) in 108 regular-season games for the AHL’s Stars, also appearing in 16 playoff contests. Originally 

dra�ed by the Pittsburgh Penguins in the ninth round (244th overall) of the 1998 NHL Dra�, Petersen registered 81 points (33-48--81) and skated in 398 NHL regular-season 

games for three teams (Pittsburgh, Edmonton and Dallas). He also skated in 18 Stanley Cup Playoff games and scored one goal. In 550 career regular-season AHL contests 

with four teams (Texas, Iowa, Edmonton and Wilkes-Barre/Scranton), Petersen recorded 374 points (148-226—374), adding 36 points (12-24--36) in 71 Calder Cup Playoff games.

Prior to turning pro, Petersen played four seasons at Colorado College from 1996-00, where he earned a degree in psychology. Internationally, he represented the United States 

at the 1997 and 1998 IIHF World Junior Championship, winning a silver medal in 1997, and he later represented the U.S. Men’s National Team at the 2007 World Championship.

Travis Morin is in his seventh season on the Texas Stars bench, a�er he was promoted to Assistant Coach on December 10, 2019. He previously served as the team’s Skills Coach 

and Director of Business Development during the shortened 2019-20 season, before joining the bench staff. Morin stepped in for then Head Coach Neil Graham for two 

games and recorded a win in his debut commanding the bench, a 5-4 victory against Colorado on March 10, 2020. 

Morin, 41, ended his playing career following the 2018-19 season, a�er 10 years with the Stars organization and 12 professional seasons overall. Morin retired as the Stars 

franchise leader in points (560), goals (175), assists (385), and games played (686). On Oct. 19, 2019, he became the first player in team history to have his jersey number (#23) 

retired. His 686 games played with the Stars are the most by any AHL player with one organization since 1974.  The Brooklyn Park, Minnesota native captained the team 

during the 2015-16 and 2016-17 seasons, was a four-time AHL All-Star, and led the Stars in scoring across five of his 10 seasons. He was a focal point of Texas’ 2014 Calder Cup 

Championship season, capturing the Les Cunningham Award (AHL MVP), John B. Sollenberger Award (Regular Season Scoring Leader), and Jack A. Butterfield Award (Calder 

Cup Playoff MVP) that season. 

Morin is a graduate of Minnesota State University, Mankato where he played all four years before turning pro in 2007. Across 151 games at his alma mater, Morin recorded 133 

points (58-75--133) and served as team captain in his senior season of 2006-07. Before joining the Stars, he also played for the ECHL’s South Carolina Stingrays and AHL’s Hershey 

Bears from 2007 to 2009.

Max Fortunus is in his fi�h season as Assistant Coach of the Texas Stars, a�er he was named to the staff on May 20, 2021. The former Stars defenseman returned to Cedar Park 

following a 17-year playing career that spanned more than 1,100 regular season games in the NHL, AHL, DEL, and ECHL. Six of those seasons were spent in Texas, including a 

three-year stint as Captain.  Fortunus, 42, previously spent his final three playing seasons with Fischtown of the Deutsche Eishockey Liga (DEL), Germany’s top professional 

hockey league. He recorded 50 points (7-43--50) in 139 career DEL games with Fischtown, serving as an Assistant Captain for all three seasons with the club from 2018-21.  

Fortunus spent 15 seasons in the AHL where he amassed 286 points (76-210--286) in 882 career games with Houston, Manitoba, Texas, Iowa, and Springfield. The former 

defenseman recorded 167 points (44-123--167) in 402 career games with Texas over six seasons from 2009-15. Fortunus was named an assistant captain for the 2011-12 

campaign before serving as Texas’ captain from 2012-15.

Toby Petersen was named the sixth Head Coach in Texas Stars history on July 7, 2025. With over 22 years of professional experience, both as a player and a coach in the AHL and 

NHL, the 2025-26 season is his first as a Head Coach. Petersen spent the last two seasons with the Colorado Avalanche as skills coach, working alongside the coaching staff 

and hockey operations department to maximize the development of the Avalanche and Colorado Eagles players during practices and on-ice sessions. He previously spent six 

seasons from 2014-20 as an assistant coach in the AHL with Springfield (2014-15), Lake Erie/Cleveland (2015-17) and Rochester (2017-20). During the 2016 Calder Cup Playoffs, 

Petersen helped guide the Lake Erie Monsters to a 15-2 playoff record on their way to winning the Calder Cup. In total, he has appeared in three Calder Cup Finals as a player 

(Wilkes-Barre/Scranton in 2001 and 2004, Texas in 2014) and one as a coach (Lake Erie in 2016), winning his last two appearances.

The Bloomington, Minnesota native played seven years in the Stars organization from 2007-14 as a member of the Dallas Stars (2007-13) and Texas Stars (2012-14). He appeared 

in 243 regular-season games with Dallas, totaling 40 points (17-23--40), also skating in 16 postseason games. Petersen served as an alternate captain in Texas and was part of 

the 2014 Calder Cup-winning team. In total, he compiled 36 points (13-2--36) in 108 regular-season games for the AHL’s Stars, also appearing in 16 playoff contests. Originally 

dra�ed by the Pittsburgh Penguins in the ninth round (244th overall) of the 1998 NHL Dra�, Petersen registered 81 points (33-48--81) and skated in 398 NHL regular-season 

games for three teams (Pittsburgh, Edmonton and Dallas). He also skated in 18 Stanley Cup Playoff games and scored one goal. In 550 career regular-season AHL contests 

with four teams (Texas, Iowa, Edmonton and Wilkes-Barre/Scranton), Petersen recorded 374 points (148-226—374), adding 36 points (12-24--36) in 71 Calder Cup Playoff games.

Prior to turning pro, Petersen played four seasons at Colorado College from 1996-00, where he earned a degree in psychology. Internationally, he represented the United States 

at the 1997 and 1998 IIHF World Junior Championship, winning a silver medal in 1997, and he later represented the U.S. Men’s National Team at the 2007 World Championship.

Travis Morin is in his seventh season on the Texas Stars bench, a�er he was promoted to Assistant Coach on December 10, 2019. He previously served as the team’s Skills Coach 

and Director of Business Development during the shortened 2019-20 season, before joining the bench staff. Morin stepped in for then Head Coach Neil Graham for two 

games and recorded a win in his debut commanding the bench, a 5-4 victory against Colorado on March 10, 2020. 

Morin, 41, ended his playing career following the 2018-19 season, a�er 10 years with the Stars organization and 12 professional seasons overall. Morin retired as the Stars 

franchise leader in points (560), goals (175), assists (385), and games played (686). On Oct. 19, 2019, he became the first player in team history to have his jersey number (#23) 

retired. His 686 games played with the Stars are the most by any AHL player with one organization since 1974.  The Brooklyn Park, Minnesota native captained the team 

during the 2015-16 and 2016-17 seasons, was a four-time AHL All-Star, and led the Stars in scoring across five of his 10 seasons. He was a focal point of Texas’ 2014 Calder Cup 

Championship season, capturing the Les Cunningham Award (AHL MVP), John B. Sollenberger Award (Regular Season Scoring Leader), and Jack A. Butterfield Award (Calder 

Cup Playoff MVP) that season.
